Background:

Over the past years, trade between South Africa and Greece has significantly increased. Greek outbound
investment operations in South Africa are believed to be worth US$350 million, Greek expatriates
investments included. These investments seem to be mostly focused on shipping, food, manufactured
goods and other business sectors. According to estimates, Greek-related investment in South Africa directly
created 100,000 new job opportunities over the years.

Top South African and Greece exports (to and from) are mainly the following sectors:

o Greece exported Euros 103.8 million to South Africa in 2022

e Greece's top exports to South Africa in 2022 were base metals and their products (23.7 million
Euros)
Greece exported products of chemical and allied industries (22.7 million Euros)
Greece exported machinery and mechanical appliances (euros 18.7 million Euros)
Greece exported mineral products (15 million Euros)
South Africa exported 81.6 million Euros in 2022
South Africa exported base metals and their products (29 million Euros)
South Africa exported prepared food related products (11.6 million Euros)
South Africa exported vehicles (euros 11.9 million Euros)
